The SAT will be hosted on campus in October, November, December, and May.
The September, October, and June national ACT dates are offered on the SPLHS
campus. The remaining national ACT dates are offered at Concordia High School.
Any student may register for these SAT or ACT tests. Mrs. Marsh is available to
assist students with test registration, but students can register on their own.
Students wishing to study for either of these tests may see Mrs. Marsh for

materials or other test preparation ideas.

Teacher Blog

Your son or daughter may have recently spoken to you about something called ALICE
training being conducted in one of their classes. ALICE stands for Alert, Lockdown, Inform,
Counter, and Evacuate. The steps are not sequential in nature. This training is meant to
enable students to have multiple resources at hand in the event of an active shooter or
intruder on campus. It goes above and beyond the traditional and now outdated
lockdown and hide method of responding to such a threat. As with any emergency like a
fire or tornado, an active shooter on campus is an extremely unlikely event. However, just
as with fires and tornados, we need to be prepared for intruders on campus. With this in
mind, we will continue to run drills and scenarios with the faculty, staff, and students at
Saint Paul to make our campus a safer place.

Along with implementing the ALICE training, we have also raised funds to purchase radios
that will enable faculty and staff to quickly communicate in any emergency event on
campus. These radios will also allow for communication in areas of campus that were
previously isolated from school wide announcements. We are dedicated to making the
campus of Saint Paul a safer and more secure place for your students than it already is. If
you would like more information about ALICE training or any other aspect of emergency
preparedness at Saint Paul, please explore https://www.alicetraining.com and/or contact
me at sjostes@splhs.org.
